Cornell Notes help with four important
revision strategies:

* Reduce
Chunk information down by 80%. Summarizing clarifies meanings and
relationships, reinforces continuity, and strengthens memory.

* Recite
Cover the Note Taking Area, using only your questions in the Question Column,
say over the facts and ideas of the notes as fully as you can, not mechanically, but
in your own words. Then, verify what you have said.

* Reflect
Draw out opinions from your notes and use them as a starting point for your own
reflections on the course and how it relates to your other courses. Reflection will
help prevent ideas from being inert and soon forgotten.

* Review
Spend 10 minutes every week in quick review of your notes, and you will retain
most of what you have learned.

William Shakespeare
A playwright who wrote ‘Macbeth’
during the reign James |. He was part of
the King's Men and his plays had to
interest the King,

Macheth debates killing the King and wrestles with his eonscience. He
hallucinates a dagger. Macbeth kills the King and instantly suffers from guilt and
nightmares. Lady Macbeth frames the guards for the murder. Macduff
discovers Duncan’s body and the two guards are killed by Macbeth. King
Duncan's sons flee fearing that they will be next. Macbeth is crowned King and
Macduff, who suspects Macbeth of regicide, refuses to attend.

Banqua

Witcheraft
